INTRODUCTION

Reading through the history of the kings of Israel and Judah

     -  I had “Yeah!” reactions and “Oh No!” reactions

     -  I was reminded that these events were written as a warning to us   1 Corinthians 10:11

The first “Yeah!” was when God chose Israel as a people for Himself   Deuteronomy 7:6

    -  But it turned into an “Oh No!” when Israel demanded their own king    1 Samuel 8:6-7
       - Throughout history people have rejected God    Luke 19:12, 14

Warning:  

Severe judgment awaits those who reject Jesus as their King      Luke 19:27

SAUL

He was a humble man – "Yeah!"    1 Samuel 9:21

He was filled by the Holy Spirit – "Yeah!"    1 Samuel 10:9-10

He did not take revenge on his enemies – "Yeah!"     1 Samuel 11:12-13  
Then he took matters into his own hands  – "Oh No!"      1 Samuel 13:11-14  
Later, he again disobeyed the Lord  – "Oh No!"    1 Samuel 15:24

He ended up taking his own life  – "Oh No!"   1 Samuel 31:4  

Warning:  

We dare not take matters into our own hands          Psalm 37:7

DAVID

He relied on God when facing a giant  – "Yeah!"    1 Samuel 17:45  
He refused to rationalise his circumstances  – "Yeah!"    1 Samuel 24:3-7  

    -  Circumstances do not equal God's will 

He gave God all the glory  – "Yeah!"    2 Samuel 7:22

Then he committed adultery and murder  – "Oh No!"    2 Samuel 11:4,15   
But he genuinely repented  – "Yeah!"    Psalm 51:3-4
     -  God forgave him but David had to live with the consequences   2 Samuel 12:10  
Then he counted his troops against the advice of Joab
    – "Oh No!"    2 Samuel 24:1-4 
Again, he genuinely repented  – "Yeah!"    2 Samuel 24:17
Warning:

We have to be on our guard against temptation   Matthew 26:41

SOLOMON

He loved the Lord  – "Yeah!"    1 Kings 3:3

He asked for wisdom instead of wealth and power – "Yeah!"     1 Kings 3:9   

But he became a womaniser – “Oh No!”   1 Kings 11:1-3

He drifted away from the Lord  – “Oh No!”    1 Kings 11:4-6

Warning
We are not to be unequally yoked     2 Corinthians 6:14
REHOBOAM

He could have won the loyalty of the entire nation  – "Yeah!"    1 Kings 12:4   

He listened to his buddies, instead of to the elders  – “Oh No!”    1 Kings 12:7-8, 13-14
Warning
We have to be careful who we hang out with     1 Corinthians 15:33
ASA

He did what was right in the eyes of the Lord  – "Yeah!"    1 Kings 15:11 He trusted in the Lord  

  when Judah was invaded  – "Yeah!"    2 Chronicles 14:11-12

He led the nation into a covenant with the Lord  – "Yeah!"    2 Chronicles 15:12   
Then he put his trust in man  – “Oh No!”    2 Chronicles 16:2-3   

    -  He too suffered the consequences     2 Chronicles 16:7-9  

He became angry at God  – “Oh No!”     2 Chronicles 16:10, 12   
Warning
We cannot blame the Lord if we don’t trust in Him     Proverbs 19:3
JEHOSHAPHAT

He walked in the ways of the Lord  – "Yeah!" 2 Chronicles 17:3-4   

But then he allied himself with a wicked king  – “Oh No!”    2 Chronicles 18:1  
He ignored a prophet’s warning in order to curry favour with Ahab  – “Oh No!”  2 Chron. 18:28 

    -  He was severely reprimanded by the Lord    2 Chronicles 19:2  
After that he put his total trust in the Lord  – "Yeah!"   2 Chronicles 20:12-25
Warning
We must avoid becoming a people-pleaser    Galatians 1:10
JEHORAM

He killed all his brothers  – “Oh No!”  2 Chronicles 21:4  
He married an evil woman and continued to live a wicked life  – “Oh No!”  2 Chronicles 21:6 

    -  He died (aged 40) of a terrible disease and no one mourned him   2 Chronicles 21:20

Warning 

We have to choose our marriage partner carefully    Proverbs 12:4
JOASH

He obeyed the Lord for many years  – "Yeah!"  2 Chronicles 24:2
He restored the Temple  – "Yeah!"   2 Chronicles 24:4    
Then he used all the treasures in the temple to appease the enemy  – “Oh No!”   2 Kings 12:18  
After Jehoiada’s death he started worshiping false gods  – “Oh No!”   2 Chronicles 24:17-18 

Then he paid back good with evil  – “Oh No!”   2 Chronicles 24:22  

Warning
We cannot ride on the faith of our parents      Romans 14:12
UZZIAH
He sought the Lord  – "Yeah!"   2 Chronicles 26:5

    -  He became very successful       2 Chronicles 26:15
Then he became proud  – “Oh No!”    2 Chronicles 26:16

    -  He was struck down with leprosy   2 Chronicles 26:19    

Warning
Success is more “dangerous” than failure     eg. 1 Timothy 6:17
HEZEKIAH
He re-opened the Temple doors  – "Yeah!"    2 Chronicles 29:3,35   
He ordered the entire nation to celebrate the Passover  – "Yeah!"    2 Chronicles 30:26 
He turned to God when the Assyrians threatened to attack Jerusalem  – "Yeah!"   2 Chron. 32:22
Then he became proud, despite his miraculous healing  – “Oh No!”   2 Chronicles 32:24-25

But he repented and God forgave him  – "Yeah!"    2 Chronicles 32:26

Warning
Pride always comes before a fall    Proverbs 16:5

MANASSEH

He became the most evil king Judah ever had  – “Oh No!”   2 Kings 21:16

But eventually he humbled himself before the Lord  – "Yeah!"   2 Chronicles 33:12-13

Warning
We dare not push God's patience to the limit   Genesis 6:3

JOSIAH

He sought the Lord and destroyed the idols  – "Yeah!"    2 Chronicles 34:3   
He read God's Word to the people and renewed the covenant with the Lord  – "Yeah!"

He celebrated the Passover like never before  – "Yeah!"    2 Chronicles 35:18

But Josiah ignored God's warning not to go to war  – “Oh No!”    2 Chronicles 35:22

    -  As a result, he lost his life in that battle   2 Chronicles 35:24

We ignore God's warnings at our own peril     Deuteronomy 30:19
