INTRODUCTION: The Children of Israel would encounter God’s presence and power at Gilgal. (3:5,10) God was preparing His people for battle and victory. 
Do you have a place called Gilgal?

Seven principles from Gilgal that are vital for every Christian

1. Gilgal, was the place of RECOGNITION  (3:1-5,9-13)
The Ark reminds us God’s presence, glory, holiness, justice and mercy – AND our proper response to this God: to bow down and worship him, and offer ourselves to His service. (See: Isaiah 6)

2. Gilgal was the place of REMEMBRANCE (4:1-7,15-24)
A memorial to the miraculous works of God, and a challenge to pass on the baton of faith to next generation.
Pictured here is Christ standing firm at the cross & dying for our sin, and the Christian dying WITH an IN Christ.
