What is Christ’s unfinished mission on earth?




2. Read 1 Peter 3:15.  Do you think Christians today are fulfilling this mandate? Why or why not?





3. Why do you think Christians struggle with the “Lordship of Christ”?
Is it an issue of ignorance or disobedience or both? 




4. Some Christians struggle with assurance: they are uncertain whether they are really saved. Others don’t have a sense of  Christ’s presence. How would you help such a person? If you need some direction, consider some of these verses: Matthew 28:20; Romans 8:1; Romans 8:15-17; John 10:27-30.
