Digging Deeper: Read Acts 2:38-41

1. Acts 2:21 is a wonderful promise: “And everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.” If you reflect on your own conversion, what brought you to the point of conviction to accept Christ as your personal Saviour and Lord? (Apart from the fact that it is of course a work of the Holy Spirit). 




What are the implications of this verse (Acts 2:21)?





Why does Peter insert the words, “in the name of Jesus Christ” in v38?






2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Why is it essential that we make the connection of faith, repentance and the gift of the Spirit to Believer’s Baptism? Read verse 38.
 







3. Peter was careful to point out that salvation is found in Christ alone (v21). Christianity does not make space for other religions when it comes to salvation and eternity. How would you explain this to a seeker? (John 14:6; Acts 4:12, 1 Timothy 2:5; Hebrews 7:25; etc.)








4. [bookmark: _Hlk66435977]Discuss 2 Corinthians 7:10 – “Godly sorrow brings repentance that leads to salvation and leaves no regret, but worldly sorrow brings death.”
 







5. Baptismal candidates are “baptized” into the membership of the local church. Why is this so important?

1. What has struck you the most from this lesson. How would the Lord want you to respond?



2. * If you are not baptized, what is holding you back? Are there 
    legitimate reasons to not get baptized by immersion? 
    Are you growing in your walk with the Lord?
* If you have been baptized (Believer’s Baptism), reflect on your own 
   baptism and your  walk / journey with the Lord. Have you grown 
   spiritually since you were baptized, or have you stagnated? 
   What has been the cause of your growth or stagnation?



3.  Share and pray with your partner about one “take home” action point that you would like to implement.
