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Introduction  
Shame is a powerful emotion. It plays out on Easter Friday.



Reading: Romans 10:11
“As the Scripture says, “Anyone who trusts in him will never be put to shame.” ”
   
How often we feel shame!

There are two types of shame: well placed, and misplaced shame.



Friday, a day of shame!

· Deuteronomy 21:23

· Cicero: "To bind a Roman citizen is a crime, to flog him is an abomination, to kill him is an act of murder: to crucify him is -- what? There is no fitting word that can describe so horrible a death."

The cup of suffering:

· Denial and desertion

· Physical suffering

· Mockery and abuse

· Spiritual agony

The agony of Friday

· Judas betrays Jesus out of greed.

· The priests deliver Jesus over to Pilot out of envy.

· Pilate hands Jesus over to the soldiers out of cowardice


It’s Friday, but Sunday is coming …





The gravity of the cross becomes apparent:

· Psalm 22: 6, 7, 11, 13 – 18


· Matthew 27:46 - “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?”

Christ becomes the PROPITIATION - the scapegoat that SATISFIES the wrath God for the sin of mankind.  

The Bible writers capture the truth of Calvary:

· Romans 5:8 -  "…for while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us."

· Mark 10:45 -  “The son of man came … to give his life as a  ransom for 
                         many.”

· Hebrews 9:28  - “Christ was sacrificed once to take away the sins 
                               of many people.”

· Galatians 3:13 - “Christ redeemed us from the curse of the Law, 
                             by becoming a curse for us.”

· 1 Peter 3:18  - “Christ died for sins once for all, the righteous for the 
                          unrighteous, to bring you to God.”

Five words for sin

· “hamartia” – missing the mark”
· “adikia”- man’s unrighteousness
· “ponyria” – the evil within our hearts and minds
· “parabasis”- our transgression against God – stepping over the line
· [bookmark: _GoBack]“anomia” – disregard for God’s law
